Descriptions:

Discover the breathtaking scenery and amazing climate of Al Mughsail Beach and the coastline of Salalah with
a local guide. Get panoramic views of the sea and mountains.

Tour Itinerary:-

Start the tour in the morning at 08.30 AM, to the west towards the Yemeni
border. At Rysut, on the outskirts of Salalah enter the road to Yemen,
passing the port of Salalah. After 30km, you reach the beautiful bay of
Mughsail with its lagoon and the 6 km long beach. After brief stop at
beach, we continue our journey into the mountains.

Just 10km after Mughsail enjoy the landscapes on a breathtaking mountain
road via hairpin bends and you reach the highest plateau of Jebel al Qamar

with fantastic views of the coast and the sea.
The road leads us through a wide Wadi, where you can see the historical ‘Frankincense trees’ growing in their natural



habitat, deep down in the valleys, dotting the dry & craggy countryside.
Take a short walk into the valleys to smell the ‘Holy Incense’ amidst the scenic view of the region.

On the stretch of the hilly plateau, we encounter herders with their camels before we drive again down through the
mountains and lush vegetation. We come to the coastal area to have lunch at a local restaurant at the fishing village of
Dhalkut. Visit a rare Baobab tree, located in Dhalkut. Experience the daily life in a remote fishing village of Oman.

We drive from Dhalkut through the mountains back to the main road and
continue towards Salalah, until we reach the Bay of Mughsail again at the
early afternoon. Apart from the stunning views of the cliffs at both ends,
the fountains (the so-called ” blowholes “) and the lagoon with its many
birds are the attractions. The lagoon is an inviting habitat for many
migratory birds from India, Africa and Europe, including flamingos. Sure, we
have time to watch the birds.

We will enjoy a cozy coffee break In Mughsail Beach restaurant, before

returning to the hotel.

GUIDELINES FOR TOURIST

LUGGAGE: For your convenience. Please bring only light luggage, maximum | medium suitcase+1 small hand
carry bag.

DRESS CODE: Please be aware that you will be visiting aa predominantly Muslim country and it is always wise to
dress with more modest clothing in public places in respect of their culture. No sleeveless shirts or shorts or
other similar clothing (except on the beach or hotel pool where beachwear is allowed) Good and comfortable
shoes are essential for sightseeing. You may be required to remove your foot were before entering mosques or
other religious sites. For visit at grand mosque, men and women should wear attire covering their arms and legs.
Women should cover their heads with scarf.

WATER: Drinking water bottle is widely available and is advised in all areas outside of Muscat. Outside of
Muscat, milk may be unpasteurized. Only eat well-cooked meat and fish. Vegetables should be cooked and fruit
peeled.

PHOTOGRAPHERS will find an enormous choice of subjects here. It is advisable to take photographs of locals
only with their permission. Women in particular do not like being photographed. It is forbidden to take pictures
of military facilities, border and airports. Observe ‘NO PHOTOGRAPHY’ signs particularly in Mosques.

TIPPING is always at the discretion of the client and is nit obligatory. Tips for porter age at hotel check-in/check-
out services have not been included in cost of your tour. Gratuities for your guide have not been included in
your cost. Tipping of your transfer staff, drivers have not been included in your tour cost. Tipping for restaurant
services, porterage within hotels, room service, and any optional sightseeing is NOT included

Tipping guidelines for services of your Private guide/Driver is approximately Eur 2/Eur 8 per traveler per day.
